PART 1 GENERAL 
 
1.1 DESCRIPTION OF WORK 
 
The Contractor shall supply and deliver  the following: 
 

a. One (1) 125 Vdc, 58 cell battery for the Lower Granite hydroelectric 
powerhouse.  The battery is to be lead Plante, 1730AH at a minimum with a 
nominal 8-hour discharge to 1.75 final cell volts, and complete with all 
accessories.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 
  
2.1 GENERAL 
 
Battery, battery rack, and accessories provided under this contract shall be standard products of 
battery and battery rack manufacturers regularly engaged in the manufacture of battery, battery 
rack, and accessories for generating stations and substations.  The individual cells in each battery 
shall be of the same type and rating and shall be interchangeable.  The battery shall be designed 
for power plant applications. The contractor shall provide sufficient non-oxidizing grease for use 
on terminal connection for the complete installation of the battery.  One pint of No-Ox-Id grease 
shall be furnished for maintenance stock. 
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2.2 TYPE AND DESCRIPTION 
 
2.2.1 125 Volt Battery 
 
The battery furnished under these specifications shall be lead Plante` station service type battery 
rated at 125VDC, 1730 AH on an 8-hour discharge to 1.75 volts per cell, consisting of 58 cells.  
The battery shall be flooded (vented) cell design and fully charged at delivery.  Minimum cell 
voltage shall be 1.75 volts.  The cells shall have a nominal float voltage of 2.23 volts and a 
nominal equalize voltage of 2.33 volts.  The station battery shall be furnished with all required 
accessories and mounting hardware including inter-cell connectors, connector bolts, end lugs, 
terminal connectors, flame arrester vent caps, hydrometers with hydrometer holders, 
thermometers with thermometer holders, and acid resistant cell numbers.  Flexible cable or rigid 
bus shall be furnished for connections between adjacent battery rows.  
 
2.2.2 Warranty Information 
 
The minimum warranty shall include a full guarantee for the initial five years after delivery plus 
a 20-year Pro Rata warranty to run consecutively.  
 
2.2.3  Construction of Battery 
 
Positive plates shall be of solid, pure lead construction.  Pasted-plate lead alloy grid type positive 
plates shall not be allowed.  The negative plates shall be pasted grid type.  Separators shall be 
microporous construction.  The cell jars shall be made of fire resistant transparent styrene 
acrylonitrile to facilitate visual inspection.  Electrolyte minimum and maximum level lines shall 
be clearly marked on the front side of the jars.  A flame arrester vent cap shall be fitted into each 
cell.  The cell terminal posts shall be configured with dual independently bolted inter-cell 
connectors to allow removal of any one of these parallel connectors to perform online 
maintenance without degrading or compromising the battery function.  Terminal posts shall be 
fabricated from a lead alloy with the copper insert completely enclosed in a seamless lead 
covering to prevent corrosion.  The battery shall not be taken off line for maintenance due to the 
cost prohibitiveness of bringing in a mule specifically for maintenance.  The cell jar covers shall 
be chemically welded to the jars.   The terminal post to jar cover seals shall be a tongue and 
groove rubber O-ring system held captive in the cover.  This seal shall allow for the normal 
elongation of the plates without seal deterioration.  The Plante cell shall retain 100 percent of 
rated capacity throughout the life of the battery, which shall be for a minimum of 25 years. 
 
Battery inter-cell connector hardware shall include lead plated solid copper and lead plated brass 
hardware.  Flexible inter-step jumpers shall be welding cable with terminals securely crimped to 
the ends and sized to accommodate the maximum battery load.  The contractor shall provide all 
necessary inter-cell connectors, for the dual independent connectors and hardware for the 
complete installation of the 58 cells.  6 additional inter-cell connectors shall be supplied. 
 
2.3  SEISMIC BATTERY RACKS 
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2.3.1  General 
 
The battery rack furnished under these specifications shall be constructed in accordance with 
IBC 2000 design requirements, and shall be fabricated to fit and support the new 125 volt 
(nominal) station battery furnished under these specifications.  The battery rack sections shall be 
one tier, not longer than 220 inches in length and 42 inches in width. Battery racks with more 
than 2-steps will not be allowed.  All rack sections shall include spill containment components.  
Floor anchorage, including specific installation requirements and all hardware, shall be 
furnished.  Floor anchorage shall be seismic rated.  Battery rack sections shall be galvanized, 
mild steel fabrication with powder-coated acid-resistant black or gray paint. 
 
2.3.2 Seismic Fabrication Requirements For Battery Rack 
 
Battery rack shall be fabricated in accordance with the design requirements of Section 1622, 
Nonbuilding Structures Seismic Design Requirements, of IBC 2000 or Chapter 10 Nonstructural 
Systems and Components of TI 809-04, or Chapter 14 Nonbuilding Structure Design 
Requirements of FEMA 302.  The following coefficients shall be used in the calculations:

The new battery system equipment shall be fabricated to be anchored to the existing powerhouse 
reinforced concrete floor to resist seismic force. Concrete compressive strength of f’c = 3,000 psi 
can be used in seismic anchorage calculations. The seismic anchorage system shall be fabricated 
to resist seismic force calculated in accordance with International Building Code 2000 (IBC 
2000) or 1997 Edition NEHRP Recommended Provisions for Seismic Regulations for New 
Buildings and Other Structures (FEMA 302/February 1998) or U.S. Army Corps of Engineers’ 
Technical Instructions Seismic Design for Buildings TI-809-4/31 December 1998. Friction 
resistance shall be neglected and not be used.

(e) Multiple offers. Offerors are encouraged to submit multiple offers presenting alternative terms and conditions or 
commercial items for satisfying the requirements of this solicitation.
