boating includes guided fishing as well as rental of canoes, etc. in Driggs.  Downstream Teton River is impounded to form a 
small hydroelectric facility licensed by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission.  River’s eastern tributaries originate in 
Wyoming and cross into Idaho thus they are interstate waters.  Teton River drains into the Henrys Fork (aka North Fork Snake 
River) and into the Snake River another interstate river.
