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Ice Harbor and Lower Monumental locks slated for 10-hour closure

WALLA WALLA, Wash. — The navigation locks at Ice Harbor Lock and Dam, located at Snake River mile 9.7, and
Lower Monumental Lock & Dam, located at Snake River mile 41.6, will be closed to all river traffic Wednesday, Sept.
21, from 7 a.m. until 5 p.m.

A navigation lock floating bulkhead will be delivered from a repair facility to Ice Harbor lock on that day. During the
lock outage the bulkhead will be tested to verify it is functioning properly and ready for service.

The downstream navigation lock gate seals will be realigned at Lower Monumental Lock during the ten-hour closure.
